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Immediately after the Presidential election of 2008, it was quickly apparent through exit polling that

Latino, Asian, and African-American voting had expanded dramatically compared to the 2004

election. Census Bureau data released late last month confirms the tremendous growth in voting

among these groups. Today, the Immigration Policy Center (IPC) releases a fact check, Latino and

Asian Clout in the Voting Booth, which shows how much the electoral power of racial and ethnic

minorities increased in just four years.
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
