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California's $42 billion deficit has led to a lot of misplaced blame on the immigrant, Latino, and Asian

communities that comprise the state's economic backbone. Yet immigrant, Latino, and Asian workers

and entrepreneurs are integral to rebuilding California's economy and tax base. The state may be

facing hard economic times, but the California dream is anything but dead—immigrants and their

families are part of the very engine that keeps California's future alive.
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
